




  

 

 

 

Row 11 – Coroners Inquiry 

The conditions for the Coroners Inquiry in row 11 are unique and don’t directly fit into the 

condition categories. Those conditions support the coroner’s discretion in running the 

coronial proceedings.  

The exemptions are for viewing only, and are limited to those who need to do so for the 

purposes of the Inquiry. The Coroner is able to determine who needs to view the 

publications. Viewings must be in a safe and supportive environment, and reasonable steps 

must be taken to ensure that any viewing is arranged and conducted in a humane and 

supportive manner.  

In relation to The Great Replacement, also known as The Great Replacement Manifesto 

[OFLC 1900149.000], possession and control of the Manifesto may be given to counsel in 

hard copy only for the sole purpose of the viewing and on the condition that no copy of it or 

any part of it is to be made. The complete Manifesto must be returned to Po ice at the 

conclusion of the viewing. The Coroner must be advised of what support s proposed and 

additional support may need to be provided. 

In relation to the video Christchurch Mosque Attack Livestream [1900148.000], possession 

and control of the Livestream remains at all times with the New Zealand Police.
